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Girl’s Ice Hockey, Code of Conduct for Parents…

It is the responsibility of parents, players, and coaches to adhere to all Auburn High School (AHS) athletic rules, policies and guidelines. The following conduct guidelines are in addition to the AHS athletic rules, policies and guidelines and do not take precedent over those codes of conduct.

1. I will make an effort to attend all parent team information meetings. For meetings I cannot attend, I will follow up to obtain any missed information.

2. I will encourage playing by the rules and resolving conflict without resorting to hostility or violence.

3. I will teach my child that doing her best is as important as winning so she never feels defeated by the outcome of a game.

4. I will remember the best way to learn is by example. I will applaud good play by my child’s team, as well as, her opponents. I will not be critical of, or embarrass any player, including the opposition.

5. I will never question an official’s judgment or honesty in public. I recognize officials are being developed in the same manner as players.

6. I will respect and appreciate all who give time supporting my child.

7. I will never yell, taunt, threaten or inflict physical violence upon players, coaches, officials or spectators. I will refrain from the use of abusive/vulgar language, racial, ethnic or gender-related slurs. I will support efforts to remove verbal or physical abuse from all games.
8. I will leave the coaching to the coaching staff. I will encourage my child to play in a manner consistent with the team’s strategy or plans.
9. I understand proper line of communications is PLAYER FIRST, then Coach, Athletic Director, Principal and finally the School Superintendent. Any disputes, questions, etc… I have will adhere to this order.

10. I will emphasize skill development and a serious approach to practices, explaining how skill development will benefit my child.
11. I will attempt to learn about the game of Ice Hockey (rules, equipment, skills, etc.) so that I may best support my child’s development in the game. 

12. I will communicate concerns of inappropriate behavior to the Head Coach.

13. I expect my child will play in a safe and healthy environment. I support an environment free of alcohol, drugs or tobacco and I will refrain from their use at all team events.

14. I understand the benefits of participating in a team sport, the commitment, the discipline and the social skills learned and acquired.

15. I will remember that my child plays for her enjoyment, not mine.
I have read and understand the above policy, and agree to abide by its guidelines.
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
